Afterwards I discovered I did a good job of
plastering, painting and cleaning!” Now Tenny has come back to Hong Kong she is encouraging her

friends to come and be involved with sharing the love of Jesus.

God is always seeking to develop us as his children. He will
stretch us, test us, encourage us and challenge our faith so that
we can stand stronger and taller for him. This project to
Kazakhstan did just that.

When entering Kazakhstan you need to receive a Letter of
Invitation (LOI) from the Foreign Affairs Office so that you can
apply for your visa. Having applied for our LOI we waited

We had applied for our LOI in plenty of time we thought. The
three people on overseas passports received their letter but the
local Hong Kong team members didn’t. We were praying for the
LOI to arrive because time was running out for the visa
application and if the LOI didn’t arrive by Tuesday, then we
would have been forced to pay extra money to change the teams
air tickets. My reading for Tuesday morning was “Have faith in
God ... whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have
received it and it will be yours” Mark 11:22 and 24. That day
the LOI arrived and the visas were obtained. What a wonderful
answer to prayer.

The opportunities to trust in God continued as we encountered
transport hold ups, delayed flights, incorrect names on boarding
passes and customs security questioning why we needed to bring
ten battery packs into Kazakhstan (for the battery drills of

course).
Sometimes it seemed we weren’t meant to make it.

Even in the challenges of cross cultural team dynamics and
different ways of seeing things tested us as to our dependence on
Him.

While there were challenges in the supply of some materials we
were never held up in the task we set out to do. In all we made
61 units of lockers, shelving units, cupboards and reception
counter. As we worked together with the local staff I was
amazed again at the common bond we can share even though we
may not be able to speak each others language.

The organization that we served is having a great impact on the
lives of the next generation. Instilling values and a worldview
that will see many of the students have a big impact in
communities, cities, countries and governments in the years to
come. It was amazing to hear just how God has provided in
miraculous ways the new property and finance for the
organization to build their new building. It was another evidence
of what I believed we were all learning “Commit your way to
the Lord; trust in him and he will do this: He will make your
righteousness shine like the dawn, the justice of your cause like
the noon day sun.”
